Fire at Napier Trainworld
A �re at Trainworld in Napier proved to be no 
match for the city’s Fire Service in September.
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Chief �re of�cer Ray Brown said the 
�re got into the roof of the building 
and had the potential to spread, but 
ultimately caused very little damage.

Napier firefighters have had their 
share of �re worries, though, with a 
possible �rebug at work in the city.

A number of commercial premises 
have been hit in the past month, all 
started in piles of rubbish awaiting 
collection.

A Tennyson Street �re in late October 
had the potential to be the 
a huge disaster, being lit 
near a gas main.

As it was, a ground-�oor business 
was partially destroyed by the blaze, 
causing $200,000 worth of damage.

The owners had ealier complained 
to police about the �re hazard from 
uncollected rubbish.

Ray says the Fire Service is talking 
to downtown businesses and 
commercial rubbish collectors 
about ways to prevent the situation 
repeating itself.
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
